Improving the breast cancer experience for women with 
physical disabilities  
     Nurse clinician Linda Muraca was 

struck by how difficult it is for women 

with mobility disabilities to access breast 

cancer screening.  Healthcare providers are 

not adequately trained to accommodate 

special needs, which often means that 

women with disabilities are likely to  

experience barriers and less likely to return 

for screening. Together with researcher 

Mary Agnes Beduz and their academic and 

community partners, the team will create an innovative educational strategy at 

Mount Sinai Hospital so healthcare providers will be better able to help mobility 

disabled women access breast cancer screening. Linda Muraca says, òwe hope this 

creative resource will eventually be able to improve access, screening and early 

detection for women with disabilities across the province.ó  

 

Developing non -steroidal estrogens for hormone  
replacement therapy  
     Dr. Tony Durst of the University of Ottawa recognized 

womenõs desire for a safe form of estrogen replacement therapy to 

alleviate symptoms of menopause. òWe hope to find one or more 

safe estrogen mimics that will  produce the same biological effects 

of estrogen, without the increased risk of breast cancer.ó 

 

Understanding how breast cancer spreads & developing 
more effective treatments  
     Many patients donõt respond well to certain  chemotherapy 

drugs or develop drug resistance after primary treatment.   

Dr. Xiaolong Yang of Queenõs   University says, òIf breast cancer 

recurs in these  patients, treatment choices are limited.  If we can 

identify what causes this drug resistance, we can perhaps provide 

better diagnosis and more effective treatmentsó for these women.
